Unlike the British,
colonial militiamen had no standard or
official issued equipment.
Many were farmers or tradesmen who,
when they arrived for battle, did so with
whatever clothing and equipment they
had available. Our parade uniform
consists of rust colored waistcoat, black
breeches, black tricorn with gold trim,
white shirt, long stockings and colonial
style shoes.

The order of the day for the Acton
Minutemen (and women), when we
report for an event is to have fun.
